IV. Public Comment 

Murphy thanked Rose for the historical information she provided about Cuba Township at the 

Annual Town Meeting on April 12, 2016.  She continued that she noticed about 100 pelicans on 

Honey Lake today.   She also noted that there was an article in today’s Daily Herald about 

township road districts.  She inquired about staffing in the Township office and Township food 

pantry volunteers.

        Adoption of Ordinance no. 16-O-01- Cuba Township budget for fiscal 2016-2017 

Mumaw noted that the total funding to the social service agencies has decreased from previous 

years.  There was discussion on mosquito abatement funding participation by BACOG members 

in addition to townships. Rose noted for the record that the requests for funding decreased this 

year.

16-O-01, Cuba Township budget for fiscal 2016-201.

Mumaw suggested that next year one trustee and another elected official should review the 

funding applications and decide on allocations.  Murphy inquired about the Senior Bus.  Mumaw 

explained that it is the PACE/ Dial a Ride program.
